Further to your request for information dated 8th November 2022, I am pleased to provide the following response. 
Your request and our response:
1. How many children are currently on the waiting list for neurodevelopment?

As at the end of September 2022, there were 2,484 children on the neurodevelopment waiting list. 
2. Average wait time per patient for face-to-face appointment and average wait time for patient assessment online?

Within Betsi Cadwaladr University Health Board (BCUHB) all assessments are face to face and the average wait time is 54 weeks. Currently, we also have a private provider whose average wait time over the last 12 weeks was 22.1 weeks.
3. How do you prioritise the waiting list? How the waiting list works is it on date of referral or is there a case-by-case priority and if so, what is this process? How does the list work? 

The Young Person (YP) goes on the waiting list on the date the referral is received. Cases for ‘Looked After Children’ (LAC) may be prioritised and are reviewed on a case-by-case basis, dependent on their current circumstance.
4. Current place on the list for Evangeline Leatham 06/08/13?

The Health Board can confirm that this information is personal data and disclosure would breach the first data protection principle.  This information is therefore exempt under Section 40(2) of the Act.  

Section 40 is an absolute exemption and does not require the Health Board to consider the public interest test.  
5. How is the service run?

Unfortunately, this question is too broad for the service to provide a response. If you wish to clarify what details you require, we will endeavor to provide you with an updated response.   
6.  Longest patient waiting time for assessment?
The longest patient wait for an assessment is 230 weeks. The wait times for ND are significantly long, this particular case could not be sent to our external provider (due to the providers exclusion criteria) and therefore needs face to face, we hope that this patient will start to be seen in January/February 23.
7.  Does the service outsource to private companies for face-to-face consultation?

No, our current external provider undertakes online assessments only. A further tender process is due to take place for next year, and this will include face-to-face provision.
