Further to your request for information dated 14th November 2022, it has come to light that a formula within our data file had corrupted leading us to provide inaccurate information for Question 2.
We have therefore reflected our response to update how the Health Board can respond to your question. Sincere apologies for the confusion caused.

Your request and our response:
You further clarified that you wanted the date for both MRSA infection and colonisation separately.

1. For the last 12 months – November 2021 to October 2022, please:

· State how many cases of MRSA have been acquired at Llandudno Hospital
From the 1st November 2021 to the 31st October 2022 Llandudno Community Hospital had no MRSA bacteraemias. A total of 7 new MRSA samples were confirmed, however 2 cases were confirmed on admission, so not acquired at Llandudno hospital. All cases were classed as colonisations, not infections. Therefore there were zero cases of MRSA acquired at Llandudno Hospital during the time period specified.
2. As of 14 November 2022:

· How many nursing staff vacancies are at Llandudno Hospital
There were 17.74 Full Time Equivalent (FTE) Registered Nursing Vacancies as at the 14th November 2022.
3. As of 14 November 2022:

· How many recruitment adverts are live for the nursing vacancies at Llandudno Hospital
There was 0.64 FTE Registered Nursing Vacancy Advert live as at the 14th November 2022. However, we can confirm that as of the 30th November 2022, there were 18.44 FTE registered nursing vacancies advertised.
