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Further to your request for information dated 23rd November 2022, please find below the following response.
Your request and our response:
During the last 12 months, how many hospital discharges have been classified as unsafe discharges?

You further clarified on the 28th November 2022 that you meant “discharging of an individual without a care package where one should be in place”
Within the last 12 months there have been 14 discharge-planning failures recorded via the Health Board’s on-line incident reporting Datix system whereby the patient did not appear to have a planned care package in place prior to the patients discharge. This is according to the reported incident at the time and specific details recorded of the incident. 
Please note that Betsi Cadwaladr University Health Board (BCUHB) staff are required to record incidents onto Datix against predefined categories.  The categorisation of incidents is subject to interpretation by the person reporting the incident or inputting the data. 
Please be aware that even though all reasonable steps have been taken to ensure that the information detailed is correct, this cannot be guaranteed and the numbers provided should be considered as indicative only. Please also note that this information is only valid on the date issued. It may be liable to change following updating or refreshing of data within our systems.
