Further to your request for information dated 28th November 2022, please find below the following response.
Your request:
We are looking for some accurate statistics of coil (both copper & hormonal) waiting times within Health Boards around the UK.
Our response:

Integrated Health Community – Central (Conwy & Denbighshire)
In the Central area sexual health service, the current waiting time is 3 weeks for Copper and Hormonal Coils for contraception. Some urgent slots are made available if patients need Copper IUDs (Intrauterine devices) for Emergency contraception.

Integrated Health Community – East (Wrexham & Flintshire)
In the East area sexual health service, the current waiting time is 2 weeks for coils.

Integrated Health Community – West (Gwynedd & Anglesey)
In the West area sexual health service, there is currently no waiting time for a coil to be fitted. There is however a 3-4 week waiting time for a telephone consultation. Following which patients are given the next convenient appointment. 
Health Board Managed Practices
Within the Health Board Managed Practices in the Central Area, coil insertions have a waiting time of approximately 4 weeks.
Within the Health Board Managed Practices in the East Area, coil insertions have a waiting time of approximately 2-3 weeks.
Within the Health Board Managed Practices in the West Area, we have two GPs who undertake this, usually on a fortnightly basis, at either Holyhead or Porthmadog. The Health Board also has an arrangement with a non-Health Board Managed Practice in Pwllheli who will pick up any insertions that fall outside of the scheduled clinics. However, like Central Area, maximum wait time is 4 weeks.

Womens Services
Gynaecology also do hormonal coil insertions for heavy menstrual bleeding and Hormone Replacement Therapy (HRT).
In the Central area there is a wait time of 11 months, and in the West area there is a wait time of 12 months. Within the East area, clinics are carried out in General Gynaecology Clinics (GOPD) with a wait time of 69 weeks, and Outpatients Hysteroscopy (OPH) with a wait time of 46 weeks.
