Further to your request for information dated 12th December 2022, I am pleased to provide the following response. 
Your request and our response:
1. How many times has the storage treatment room been used for patients in Ysbyty Glan Clwyd (YGC) over the last three financial years?
Unfortunately, this information is not recorded, therefore we are unable to provide the information requested.

Both medical and surgical treatment rooms are used at YGC for escalation to support unscheduled care pressures to maintain patient flow within the acute inpatient wards at times of extreme pressures on inpatient beds.

We aim to use treatment rooms for the shortest possible period but sometimes patients do stay in them overnight. The situation is then closely monitored between Matrons and the Site Management Team working with operational and clinical teams to limit the time any patient stays in these rooms, and move them into standard inpatient bays of one-person cubicles as soon as is possible.
We carefully select patients to ensure that they are suitable to stay in a treatment room used as a temporary inpatient bed area. Patients are also fully informed that they are using a treatment room and any objections are accommodated when possible.

We avoid the use of Ward 11 treatment room so that we can undertake respiratory procedures, as well as the Ward 12 treatment room so that we can provide inpatient dialysis for patients outside of Ward 12.

Treatment rooms in the Surgical Assessment Unit, Acute Medical Unit, and Ward 5 (Ear, Nose and Throat room) are not used for patients as inpatient bed areas.

During 2023, the YGC hospital site will also open a further 20 bedded inpatient ward, which will reduce the need to escalate the use of the treatment rooms for use by patients as inpatient bed areas. 

2. What provisions are made to protect patients from accessing needles and other medical suppliers while in the storage treatment room? 

All treatment rooms have locked cupboards for items such as sharps or other medical supplies.
