Caniad is a North Wales Substance Misuse and Mental Health Service User and Carer Involvement Project hosted by Adferiad Recovery. 
The contract is a joint contract between the Health Board and Wrexham Local Authority which commenced on the 1st April 2016.  The contract has since been extended a number of times.  So far the Health Board contribution is £149,149.
