1. The Figure provided by Caniad (£150k) is far below the correct figure for payments made to this organisation 

2. The Funding diverted to CfMHS (via the Charitable Funds Committee IS NOT “Available on the Health Boards internet site”
Our response:
On further review of your request, the Health Board can confirm that there was an oversight with regards to the amount paid to Caniad. The Health Board have contributed £149,149 per annum paid through Wrexham County Council since 1st April 2016 towards the North Wales Substance Misuse and Carer Involvement Service. This would stand at the 31st March 2023 at £1,044,043. Please accept our sincere apologies for the confusion caused.
In regards to funding diverted to CfMHS we have been unable to locate any funding applications from 2012 onwards.
