BYN speed bumps - Feedback and comments from Occupational Therapy
services:

On behalf of the staff and visitors to the OT and CES departments | have
been asked to strongly express our concerns about the speed bumps that
have been installed on site; the excessive number and the aggressive
nature of them. A decision that, in our opinion, there was no consultation or
consideration for any other site users, out-patients or staff members.

Staff members and visitors have raised great concern over the damage the
bumps are causing to their vehicles, especially those that travel to the
bottom of site to their work, if I'm right then this results in going over around
29 bumps per day; that's 145 per week, that’s only if they travel into and
from work and don’t go out during their shift. Previous minutes indicate a
satisfactory “walk around” by estates and health and safety, may we ask if
they drove in their own cars?

Out patients visiting the OT Workshop have complained that the severity of
the bumps has impacted on previous injuries and in some cases
attendance for rehabilitation has been completely denied as patient
transport have refused to bring out-patients over the bumps for fear of
aggravating previous back injuries. It is also understood that volunteer
drivers are refusing to bring out-patients on site due to the excessive
bumps. It is wondered if there’s similar experience for those out-patients
visiting rehab engineering and pain clinic.

It is understood and accepted that installation was to ensure the safety of
in-patients and all site users walking on site but did they need to be
installed on the road between car parks A — C where there is a pavement?
Would it not have been better to install pavements in other areas? And, due
to the nature of the bumps we now have wheelchair users in the middle of
the roads.

It is agreed that speed bumps are required and would be of benefit but they
need to be less aggressive, less frequent and in the areas they are needed
and not throughout the whole site.

Since the bumps have been installed and in order to avoid them some
vehicles have been mounting the grassed areas, and in some cases the
pavement between the canteen and the MSU turn, which is obviously a
concern; but in order to combat this bollards are now being installed which
are unsightly, excessive and closing in our open green spaces; comments
include it looking like a prison / they look like a row of daleks, will the
grounds cost more to maintain now they can’t cut to the edges?

And the main concern, how much has this all cost when we have buildings
needing attention, roofs leaking, door handles and windows covered in
seagull guana, etc.

While it is appreciated this is an ongoing saga and the works officer stated
that that it will not be changed the effect on the morale of staff feeling they
are not being heard and the treatment of patients should be considered.
