2. Where were they? 
BCUHB set up the following 3 field hospitals: 
· Canolfan Brailsford, Bangor University 
· Venue Cymru, Llandudno 

· Ysbyty Enfys, Deeside 

3. How long did it take to build or equip, and open its door? 

The construction was completed within 4 weeks and handed over on the 1st May 2020.  The commissioning for equipment and beds followed within a 6 week timeframe with field hospitals in a positon to take patients. 
4. Were they fully staffed? 

Yes. 
5. How much did they cost to create?

6. How much use were made of them, i.e. bed use? 

Only beds in Ysbyty Enfys were utilised for patients, the others were used for training, displaced services and other COVID-19 hub responses such as the vaccination service.
7. Did staff shortages mean the hospitals could not be fully commissioned? 

No. 
8. What happened to them? ie dismantled and when? 

The field hospitals were decommissioned. Canolfan Brailsford was handed back to the University in September 2021, Venue Cymru was handed back in phases to the Local Authority by November 2021 and Ysbyty Enfys was handed back in phases, the final completion phase was 1st May 2022. 
9. How much money did this provide to off-set set up costs? 
You further clarified that by this, you wanted to know when it was decided that field hospitals were no longer needed, did BCUHB benefit from the sale of equipment and the sale of items no longer needed? If so, how much money did BCUHB make back and offset from the cost of building the field hospitals? 
None, equipment was distributed across the BCUHB based on need.
