As at today's date how many people are awaiting 24 hour ECG at all sites 
where monitors are located. 
The Health Board does not hold the data in a format that would enable us to fully respond to your request to the level of detail required as the waiting list within the central area includes those waiting for 24 hour and up until 7 days ECG. Therefore, we would have to carry out a specific exercise to determine how many patients are waiting for 24 hour ECG. From our preliminary assessment, we estimate that to comply with your particular request would exceed the appropriate costs limit under section 12 of the Freedom of Information Act 2000.  This is currently £450.  In reaching this decision we estimate that it would take staff in excess of 27 hours to review all referrals. This figure is based on a timescale of 5 minutes per referral, there being 328 referrals to review. Therefore, to obtain the data would work out at approximately 27 @ £25.00 per hour (cost permitted under the Act) = £675.

However due to the way in which the information is recorded within Ysbyty Gwynedd and Wrexham Maelor Hospital we are able to confirm that there are 263 patients awaiting a 24 hour cardiac monitor in the east area, and 44 patients on the waiting list in the west area. 
3. What is the waiting list for 24 hour ECG monitoring at all sites where monitoring equipment is located? 

The wait time for 24 hour ECG monitoring is approximately 14 weeks in the central area, 8 weeks in the east area, and 10 weeks in the west area.
