1. How many consultants with Certificate of Completion of Training (CCT) with registration in the General Medical Council (GMC) specialist register are employed to work in the Emergency department by Betsi Cadwaladr University Health Board (BCUHB) East?
There is a total of 6 consultants with CCT.
2. What is the average salary paid to above consultants per annum?

£102,421 Average of Actual Salary for the 6 Consultants
3. How many interviews or job adverts have been published to fill consultant post vacancies in the Emergency department in BCUHB East in the last 5 years? 

Unfortunately, our recruitment system does not hold data any longer than 13 months. Therefore, from December 2021 to present there has been 1 advertisement, where 4 Consultant vacancies were filled.  
4. How many are appointed as ‘Locum Consultants’ after being promoted from Specialty and Specialist (SAS) Doctor/Specialty Doctor post? What is their salary?

There is currently 1 Locum Consultant who was previously a Specialty Doctor. The Salary for this role is £98,897.
5. Have you received any complaints of bullying and harassment against consultants in the Emergency Department in the last 5 years? How many have been dealt satisfactorily according the All-Wales respect policy?

After reviewing any records connected to ED, there is one possible case which will fall into the category – for which there was a mediation rather than a grievance process being applied.
