Provided in the table below is data available from 1st January 2013 to 31st December 2022.
Please note that over the past decade the Health Board has had several server and software changes. Until 2021, the mechanism of injury, and presenting complaint and diagnosis, was recorded in the form of free-text data fields. The software used from 2021 onwards has refined this to a pre-defined category list, which results in more detailed recording and accurate reporting. This is why there is a large increase in the data provided for the years 2021 and 2022.
