Yes.  The strategy states that Veterans should be a priority group / individuals that the suicide prevention and self-harm prevention should target.

The current BCUHB Suicide and Self-Harm Prevention strategy originally ran until 2021. This is being reviewed. The Regional Suicide and Self-Harm Prevention Lead has recently secured a new post. Recruitment is underway for a replacement.
