BCUHB does offer a weight management service.

2.  For how many patients is your Health Board's Tier 3 weight management service (or equivalent specialist weight management service) commissioned for?

BCUHB’s Tier 3 weight management service is not commissioned for a set number of patients. The Health Board funded a Tier 3 weight management service.

3. How many patients have been referred from your Health Board to a Tier 3 weight management service (or equivalent specialist weight management service) in the past 12 months?

From 1st February 2022 to 31st January 2023 371 patients have been referred.  

4. What is the average waiting time to access your Tier 3 weight management service (or equivalent specialist weight management service) in the past 12 months?

The average waiting time was 19.5 months.
5. Does your Health Board have access to a Tier 4 weight management service? If so, who commissions it?

Yes, BCUHB does have access to a Tier 4 weight management service. It is commissioned by Welsh Health Specialist Services Committee (WHSSC). WHSCC commission a Tier 4 weight management service for all of Wales. BCUHB’s provider is Salford Royal Bariatric Unit.
