2. Of the patients treated for breast cancer with Abemaciclib + Aromatase Inhibitor in the past the 3 months, please provide the number of patients at the following stages of breast cancer.
a. Early/Locally Advanced Breast Cancer (Stages 1-3B)

b. Advanced/Metastatic Breast Cancer (Stages 3C and 4)
In accordance with the Freedom of Information Act 2000, this letter acts as a Refusal Notice under section 17 of the Act.
The Health Board does not hold the data in a format that would enable us to respond to your request to the level of detail required. As this is not information that the Health Board routinely compiles, we would have to carry out a specific exercise to collate this data.  From our preliminary assessment, we estimate that to comply with your particular request would exceed the appropriate costs limit under section 12 of the Freedom of Information Act 2000.  This is currently £450. In reaching this decision we estimate that it would take staff approximately 40 hours to locate and review the notes of those patients referred to 8+in question 1 above, to establish if any of those patients had been treated with the specific drugs mentioned. This figure is based on a timescale of 5 minutes per set of patient notes. Therefore, obtaining the data would work out at approximately 40 hours x £25.00 per hour (cost permitted under the Act) = £1,000.
As you will be aware this is not an exemption which requires us to consider the application of the public interest test.
