Please note these are only patients who were discharged from psychiatric units, not medical wards.

Up until 2023 we were only a Tier 3 service meaning we only provided direct input to moderate to severe ED presentations, typically BMI's of 15 and below but did provide consultation to mild to moderate presentations hence knowing of the ones below that had BMI's above 15kg/m2.
We have provided the data using ‘less than 5’ due to the low numbers involved.  If we were to release the exact figures for the criteria specified, they could be linked with other information available in the public domain, thus potentially risking identification of individuals.
