·         The number of patients who have been referred to the Welsh Gender Service within the remit of the health board. Of these, please also provide the following:
·         The number/percentage of patients who have been referred to the Welsh Gender Service who have psychiatric comorbidities
·         The number/percentage of patients that have been referred to the Welsh Gender Service who have reported self-harm, or attempts at suicide in the past   
To be clear, I am not asking for any personal details/information about any of the patients sent. I am just looking for information on aggregate details.
Since the establishment of the Welsh Gender Service (Which is an over 18 service currently) is that we refer all young people under the age of 17.5 to the Tavistock and Portman NHS trust in London, this will now change to the new service. 

Our policy has been if a patient was 17.5 or older we would write a supporting letter to ask the GP make the referral to the Welsh Gender Service directly, Therefore we have not referred any patients directly to the Welsh Gender Service and you would need to approach each GP practice in North Wales to retrieve this information.
