2. Do you keep statistics on how many people were refused an ADHD assessment when they requested one? If so, could this also be broken down year by year from 2017-2023?

3. How many ADHD assessments were carried out between 2017 - 2023? Could this information also be broken down year by year?
In accordance with the Freedom of Information Act 2000, this letter acts as a Refusal Notice under section 17 of the Act.

This is not information that the Health Board routinely compiles or holds in a centralised location and easily accessible. Therefore, we would have to carry out a specific exercise to the information as we don not have a separate waiting list for ADHD alone, they are managed under the remit of neurodevelopment. From our preliminary assessment, we estimate that to comply with your particular request would exceed the appropriate costs limit under section 12 of the Freedom of Information Act 2000. This is currently £450. In reaching this decision we estimate that it would take staff in excess of 924 hours to locate and review patient notes held across 3 acute hospital sites. This figure is based on a timescale of 5 minutes per patient record, there being 11,089 patient records to review. Therefore, to obtain the data would work out at approximately 924 hours @ £25.00 per hour (cost permitted under the Act) = £23,100.

4. What is your current policy on ADHD assessments, and is there a specialist ADHD team? Or are your ADHD services currently being run through the community mental health team?
Adults with ADHD are assessed by the Community Mental Health Team Psychiatrists, or by the Integrated Autism Service.
