Further to your request for information dated 3rd March 2023, I am pleased to provide the following response. 
Your request and our response:
1. How many seclusion facilities are available within the Mental Health / Learning Disabilities Division of Betsi Cadwaladr University Health Board (BCUHB), and which Unit / Ward are they located in.
There are two seclusion facilities available within BCUHB. These are in Gwion Ward, Ty Llywelyn, and the Psychiatric Intensive Care Unit (PICU) located at the Hergest Unit, Ysbyty Gwynedd. 
2. Does BCUHB provide long-term segregation in any Unit / Ward within Mental Health / Learning Disabilities Division of BCUHB, and which Unit / Ward are they located in.
BCUHB does not currently provide long-term segregation. The length of time within seclusion is reviewed as per the Health Board’s seclusion policy. 
3. What is the longest time recorded for an episode of seclusion in the last 12 months?
The longest episode of seclusion was for a total of 52 days. This included a ‘graduated exit strategy’ approved by the clinical, and violence and aggression teams in order to safely assess and manage the process. 
4. Which Unit / Ward within BCUHB has an Extra Care Area (ECA) or De-Escalation Rooms.

There is one ECA connected to the seclusion room on the PICU ward in Ysbyty Gwynedd and the Intensive Care ward within the medium secure unit of Rehab and Forensic healthcare, with a de-escalation area and seclusion facility.
