96 GP practices. 
· Influenza vaccination to pregnant women: hospital-based sites 
None. 
· Influenza vaccination to pregnant women: community-based sites 

 96 GP practices and 151 community pharmacies. 
2. Of the total numbers of Healthcare Professionals (HCP)that recommend/raise conversations regarding the Tdap (pertussis)/whooping cough vaccination to pregnant women across your Organisation, what is the estimated % of each of the following types of HCPs:

· Practice/community nurse 
100% of practice nurses would ask. Community nurses, in their job description, do not deal with pregnant women in Betsi Cadwaladr University Health Board (BCUHB)
· Community Midwife
 100% of community midwives recommend or raise conversations regarding the pertussis vaccine with pregnant women. This is done at booking as information giving and then at the 16-week appointment when women are eligible to book as they have reached recommended gestation. 
· GP 
BCUHB has midwifery led care so the vast majority of pregnant women would not see a GP during pregnancy. 
· Hospital Nurse/Midwife
Any that may book women i.e., out of area, late presenters but this is not routine practice as majority of women are seen for routine antenatal care by community midwives. 
· Hospital doctor 
Opportunistic conversations, only if patients are attending within acute area.

· Practice/community nurse 
100% of practice nurses. 
· Community Midwife 
0% as they do not vaccinate. 
· GP 
0% as it is a nurse led service. 
· Hospital Nurse/Midwife
0% as they do not vaccinate. 
· Hospital doctor 
0% as they do not vaccinate. 
 

4. Of the total numbers of Healthcare Professionals that recommend/raise conversations regarding the influenza vaccination to pregnant women across your Organisation, what is the estimated % of each of the following types of HCPs:

100% of practice nurses would ask about influenza vaccination but it is important to note that the pregnant women are invited in for an appointment specifically to be vaccinated by their GP Practice. Community nurses (district nurses) in their job description do not deal with pregnant women in BCUHB. 
· Community Midwife 

100% of community midwives would recommend or raise conversations regarding the influenza vaccine with pregnant women and provide appropriate signposting
· GP 

We have midwifery led care; therefore, the vast majority of pregnant women would not see a GP during the pregnancy
· Hospital Nurse/Midwife

Opportunistic conversations, only if patients are attending within acute area. 
· Hospital doctor 

Opportunistic conversations, only if patients are attending within acute area.
