Further to your request for information dated 21st March 2023, I am pleased to provide the following response. 
Your request and our response:
Please respond to the following for all relevant hospitals within Betsi Cadwaladr University Health Board (BCUHB). 

1. How many patients are currently waiting for a diagnostic hysteroscopy? 
In accordance with the Freedom of Information Act 2000, this letter acts as a Refusal Notice under section 17 of the Act.
The Health Board holds waiting list information categorised by specialty and clinician rather than by diagnosis or procedure. Therefore, we are unable to respond to your request to the level of detail required. As this is not information that the Health Board routinely compiles, we would have to carry out a specific exercise to collate this data.

From our preliminary assessment, we estimate that to comply with your particular request would exceed the appropriate costs limit under section 12 of the Freedom of Information Act 2000.  This is currently £450. In reaching this decision we estimate that it would take staff approximately 130 hours to locate and review the notes of those patients on the gynaecology waiting list to establish what procedure they have been waitlisted for, as well as how long they have been waiting. This figure is based on a timescale of 5 minutes per set of patient notes. Therefore, obtaining the data would work out at approximately 130 hours x £25.00 per hour (cost permitted under the Act) = £3,250.
This is not an exemption which requires us to consider the application of the public interest test.

2. What is the current wait time for a diagnostic hysteroscopy, under GA and in outpatients? 
Please refer to response in question 1 above. 
3. How many hysteroscopies were performed in total from March 2022 to March 2023?
Due to the way our data is extracted, and where clinical coding is complete to Welsh Government standards, we are only able to obtain data from March 2022 to December 2022.  Therefore, within this time period, 279 hysteroscopies were performed in total across the Health Board. 
4. How many patients are waiting for an endometrial ablation under general anaesthetic (GA) and in outpatients? 
Please refer to our response for question 1 above. 
5. What is the current wait time for endometrial ablation, under GA and in outpatients? 
Please refer to response in question 1 above. 
6. How many endometrial ablations were performed from March 2022 to March   2023?
As per our response for question 3 above, between March 2022 and December 2022, 10 endometrial ablations were performed in total across the Health Board.
7. How many hysterectomies were performed from March 2022 to March 2023?
As per our response for question 3 above, between March 2022 and December 2022, 387 hysterectomies were performed in total across the Health Board.
