1. How many surgical robotic systems does the Health Board own and what make / model are they?
The Health Board has 2 Surgical Robot Systems and they are:

· Zimmer Biomet ROSA Knee System

· CMR Versius

There is also a Training Robot in Wrexham, however this is not used for any form of procedures.
2. How many operations (per procedure) have been completed using each of these robots in the last financial year?
· 42 total knee replacements (TKR) 
· 18 total abdominal hysterectomy-bilateral salpingo oophorectomy (TAR/BSO) procedures
3. How much was spent on disposables for these robots in the last financial year?
A total of £21,480.36 was spent on disposables for the robots in the last financial year.

4. Do operations with these robots take longer than the operation would without them?
· TKR
The Health Board do not currently hold this information as it is difficult to say with TKR as there are many variances and it also depends on the type of TKR being compared with e.g. instrumented TKR, navigated TKR, or patient-specific moulds TKR.  Also, the patients being operated on have waited much longer for surgery than cases done previously.  

· TAR/BSO

Yes, the surgery is taking longer but this is a new initiative and the cases are getting progressively quicker.

5. Do patients stay longer in hospital post operatively after robotic surgery?
· There is no difference in length of stay for TKR 
· Total TAR/BSO robotic cases have the same length of stay as laparoscopic cases and shorter length of stay than open procedures.
