In the current financial position can you confirm that:

1) Planned care additional funding. (Circ £34m) has been utilised to reduce waits and support patient experience by utilising the WLI's or expanded services to ensure adequate interventions

2) UEC, funding from the six-goal programme (Circ £3m) is being utilised to support new schemes to manage patients closer to home and not being invested in baseline costs or failing schemes.
Our response:
1) We continue to deploy the planned care sustainability fund in a targeted way and will continue to use it to drive down our backlogs.  As we reduce our overall waits we will, going forward use that funding to support sustainable services for the long term. The full funding in 23/24 was used for a variety of solutions including waiting list initiatives and insourcing and outsourcing of activity.
2) The National 6 Goals for Urgent and Emergency care funding has been used in used to support Same day Emergency Care (SDEC)  Urgent Primary Care Centre’s (UPCC) in line with the Programme policy handbook along with other schemes to support care closer to home ie: remote monitoring in care homes trial.
