Your request and our response:

1. How long is the Neurodevelopmental (ND) Team waiting list for children?
The ND waiting list at the end of March 2024 was 5437. 
2. How long is the adult version of the ND Team waiting list?
There is no adult equivalent to children’s ND team within BCUHB.

3. Why are individuals not assessed by BCUHB in the first instance when they go on the ND waiting list to ensure this is the most appropriate waiting list to be on? 
The ND team is predominantly an assessment service - the teams triage referrals on the basis of what the service currently offers – Autism Spectrum Disorder (ASD), Attention Deficit Hyperactivity Disorder (ADHD) or combined assessments and accepted referrals are placed on the waiting list. If a referral does not meet the criteria they may be sign posted to other services.

4. What is the criteria for the urgency of the patient to be seen quicker than others? 
There is no set criteria for urgent patients, patients are currently seen in referral date order.
