13) Per managed practice, the number of sessions when the practice was operating without a qualified GP or advanced nurse practitioner (ANP) (a session usually is defined as 4 hours 10 minutes), in each given year.
This information is not routinely recorded. However, we can confirm Tywyn Practice has operated without a GP on 3 occasions, in the past three years.
