· Copy of MARAC Outcome form sent to referrer if they work within the NHS

· Copy of MARAC Outcome form filed in Hospital Records 

· Letter sent to the GP informing them that the case has been discussed in MARAC

· Actions identified for health are disseminated by the Safeguarding Specialists to relevant practitioners, with set timescales and asking that notification of action complete is sent to Safeguarding & Public Protection Team, this is saved in the safeguarding victim folder.

· In cases where there are children a copy of the MARAC Outcome Form is sent to the Health Visitor, School Nurse and Midwife where relevant
