I can confirm that the information requested is held by Betsi Cadwaladr University Health Board. I have enclosed the information that is being released to you. 
Your request:  
I would like to make an application under the Freedom of Information Act 2000 for the following information: (please provide a breakdown from the last 5 years - 2019 - present, in calendar years not fiscal.)

a. How many operations have been carried out in your health board on patients who have returned from having cosmetic surgery abroad with complications (eg to correct work that has gone wrong/ to treat patients who have become infected etc)

b. How much has this cost the health board?

c. What is the longest amount of time a patient has been in hospital due to complications that have arisen from cosmetic surgery they have had abroad?

d. What is the highest number of patients you've had in your hospitals at the same time/simultaneously (due to complications that have arisen from cosmetic surgery abroad)?
Our response:

In accordance with the Freedom of Information Act 2000, this letter acts as a Refusal Notice under section 17 of the Act.

The Health Board can confirm that over the five-year period specified over 500,000 surgical procedures were carried out across BCUHB and we would have to review every record to establish which were in relation to corrective surgery, we have established that to comply with your particular request would exceed the appropriate costs limit under section 12 of the Freedom of Information Act 2000. This is currently £450. 
In the year 2023 alone, there were approximately 97500 surgical procedures, In reaching this decision we estimate that it would take staff approximately 8125 hours to locate and review the records across 3 acute hospital sites and 2 Community surgical sites just for the year of 2023. This figure is based on a timescale of 5 minutes per claim, there being over ninety-seven thousand records to check. Therefore, to obtain the data would work out at approximately 8125 hours @ £25.00 per hour (cost permitted under the Act) = £203,125
