I can confirm that the information requested is held by Betsi Cadwaladr University Health Board (BCUHB). I have detailed below the information that is being released to you.  

Your request and our response:

1. What is the anticipated cost of this year's Betsi awards? ( To include (But not limited to) the planning, preparation, Venue hire, Catering, Entertainment). 

We estimate that the cost will be approximately £30, 000 for up to 450 guests. The final cost will not be available until we have a confirmed number of guests as the majority of the expenditure is on food which is calculated on a ‘per head’ basis.

The cost of the event is covered by sponsorship, charitable funds monies and ticket sales and does not come from Health Board budgets.

2. How many staff does BCUHB have? 
As at 31st January 2024, the Health Board employed 20,854 individuals which equated to 18,536 full-time employees. 

3. How many people win awards? 

There are ten awards categories for which individual staff members or teams of staff can be nominated.

4. How many complimentary tickets will be given out for this year's awards? 

In recognition of their efforts in being nominated and shortlisted, the three finalists for each award category (which, as explained above, are either individual staff members or teams of staff) are issued complimentary tickets. The judging process for this year’s awards is still currently underway, therefore we cannot provide the number of complimentary tickets that will be issued this year yet.

5. Of the complimentary tickets, how many go to staff band 8A or above? 
Please see above.

6. May I also have the costs and complimentary ticket numbers (including those for band 8A and above) for the 2023 Betsi Awards please? 
In 2023, 113 complimentary tickets – about a quarter of all tickets - were given to awards finalists in recognition of their achievement in being shortlisted. Tickets are not issued based on staff grade therefore we do not have the information about how many were allocated to band 8A and above.
