You asked us:
Following a review of your disclosure logs, I have found figures for attacks on NHS staff in the last 5 years.  Are the figures already available which distinguish which physical assaults did NOT involve medical factors (eg. Patients with mental health conditions) – and if not please could I request them)
Our Response:

Betsi Cadwaladr University Health Board (BCUHB) staff are required to record 

all incidents onto an IT system (Datix) against predefined categories.  The 
categorisation of incidents is subject to interpretation by the person reporting 

the incident or inputting the data.  There are a total of 2,597 physical abuse/assault incidents affecting staff reported on Datix between 2012 and 2016 (to date).  Of these, 915 reported incidents contained information to indicate that medical/mental condition was a contributory factor. 1,682 reported incidents did not contain any information to indicate whether the perpetrator’s medical or mental condition was a contributory factor.
